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KEY ARCHITECTURAL GUIDELINES

GENERAL RESIDENTIAL GUIDELINES FOR ALL HOUSES

These key guiddines suppot the oveall conaept and intent of Mountingde Village so
asto create an attractive naghbohoodof high-qudity, energy-efficient, healthy and
comfortable homes.

CODE COMPLIANCE

All residences shdl comply with the provisonsof the 20031 nternaiond
Residence Code or more recent prevailing Code and all other local building
codes adopied and in effect in the City of Victor.

BUILDING STANDARDS

All homes shdl meet or exceed the standads of the Energy StarOprogram and
the USGBC Q_EED-for homesQ Mountindde Villageis committed to having all
homesin theneghbohoodmeet green building standads MountingdeVillage
reserves therightto adopt or subditute, new standards as they are developed and
available for local implementation.

ELEVATIONS

All elevationsof theproposd structure shdl be aesthetically pleasing,
propottionaely bdanced, and hamoniouswith the structure as a whole.
Windows should be either squae, or of vertical rectangular propotion. Bare
and/or windowless elevationswill not be deemed acceptable. Long,unbroken
wallswill notbeallowed.

STRUCTURAL EXPRESSION

All homes shdl exhibit significant expression of the building structure. Such
visible expressionsof structure indudeexposed rafter tails, beam-ends beam and
column connetions and knee brace suppotts used in an architecturaly attractive
manne. Theintent of this requirement isto encouragethe use of designsinspired
by Craftsman-style architecture.

SOLAR GAIN

All homes shdl have south-facing vertical glazing equd to at least 6 percent of
thefloor area of the proposd residence. As an example, a 2,000-squae foothome
would requires a minimum of 120-squae feet of south facing glass. Of the 6
percent required glass, overhangs pergolas, trellises or other devices should shade
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at least 50 percent of it at noonon June21, when the Sun@solar angleis 69.2
degrees abovethehorizon.

= ROOF DESIGN
All primary roofs and rodf fascias on street-facing elevationsshdl have pitches
tha are symmetric aboutther pesk or ridge Primary roof overhangsshdl bea
minimum of 2000 Open soffits with exposed rafter tails and fascias less than 60
in heghtare strongly encouraged and recommended.

= GARAGES and RESIDENT PARKING
All elevationsof theproposd structure shdl be aesthetically pleasing,
propottionaely bdanced, and hamoniouswith the structure as a whole.
Private garages may be detached, attached to dwellings or connected by means of
covered access.
Within Mountaingde Village where arear lane serves lots, access to garages and
resident overnight parking shdl be by way of THE rear lane
There shdl beaminimum of two [2] parking spaces provided for the primary
residence, and onespace for an accessory unit, if proposd.
Parking shdl bedesignad and used so asto notblock accessto therear lane nor
to block snow plowing and removd fromtherear lane

EXTERIOR FINISH MATERIALS

Architectural and designreview will indudereview of thematerials and color pdette
propod. Highqudity materials shdl beused; only finish materials approved for
condructionin MountinsgdeVillagemay beused.

¥ SIDING
Approved siding paternsindudeharizontal lap, board and baten, and shingle
sding.
Approved siding materials indudebrick, cement board manufactured by either
James Hardie or Certain-Teed, and cedar or othe gpproved wood siding
materials. Vinyl, duminumand stucco boad sidingsare not permitted.
Corrugaed steed may beused for wainscot, or in other locations but may not
exceed 25 percent of thetotal surface area of thefrontor side elevations

¥ TRIM
Trim materials should be of high qudity and of appropriate visud size. Exterior
trim of at least 3! Oisexpected aroundwindows & doors and at exterior corners.
Trim details are to be submitted for designreview.

¥ CHIMNEYS
Chimney chases on exterior walls shdl be of approved stoneor masonty, and
shdl rest onfounddions Chimney chasesto endose fluepipes shdl be
condructed in amannea congstent with theoverall design of thestructure.
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¥ ROOFING
Approved roofing materialsindudemetal, wood asphdt-fiberglass and asphdt-
organic-mat architectural grade shingles.
Metal roofs may be corrugaed or standing seam patternsonly, and are acceptable
only in an unpanted state, grey or arug red baked-on finish.
Where theeave drip lineis 14-feet or greater from grade, approved metal rodfs
mug have a system in place to protect people and propaty from significant
diding of snow andice. This provision does not apply to dormers or similar roof
forms tha do notdrip directly to grade
Woodroofs may beshakes or shingles. Treatment with fire-retardant chemicalsis
encouraged.
If choosng asphdt compostion shingles, only pre-approved architectural grade
asphdt compostion shingles may be selected. Architectural grade asphdt
compostion shingles shdl conform to either ASTM D-34620r ASTM D-225
certification.
Samples of proposed roofing shdl be submitted for congderation.
Information on approved styles, brands and colors for shingles and metal rodfing
are available at the Mountingde Village Office.

¥  WINDOWS and DOORS
Window propottionsshdl be predomnantly vertical or square in propation.
Windows shdl be premium-gradewood, wood-clad, or fiberglass units. Glazing
shdl meet or exceed Energy Star standads No vinyl windows are permitted.
Exterior windows & doors shdl meet or exceed Energy Star standads We
suggest optimizing windows on the south sdefor solar heat gan.

EXTERIOR FINISH COLORS

MountinddeVillage Design Review Committee shdl approveall exterior color
schemes. Asageneal rule, al houss shdl have contrasting trim aroundopenings
Neither very bright pastel colors nor very dark siding colors will be permitted. Color
schemes will not be consdered approved for use until written approvd tha specifically
confirms the color scheme isreceived by Builde or Homeowner. Mountingde Village
will vary by street location and building type therecommended and approved color
schemes within the Village
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EXTERIOR APPURTENANCES

FENCES

Rear-yard privacy fences up to 60-inches tall are permitted behind thefront
setback line of theresidence. Thelower two-thirds[40-inches] may be opaguebut
shdl bebuilt of boadsamaximum of 10-incheswide or smaller.

Frontyard fences between 30-inches and 40-inches high may be congructed in
frontof thefrontsetback line Frontfence pods may betaller, and may beused to
form arbors over walkways, create a decorative entry to thedrive or to suppot
yard lighting. Frontfences may not be more than 70 percent opague

TheDesgn Review Committee mug approveall fences prior to condruction
and/or ingallation.

YARD LIGHTS

Exterior lighting of yard walkways is encouraged. These lights may be attached to
resdence or may beonalight pog, and may beelectric or gas-illuminaed. They
may also beincorporated into fence structures. Exterior lighting shdl notbe
placed in areas, or in such amanne, so asto shineonto or directly at adjoining
neighboing propeaties. To protect thenight sky, outdoor light fixtures shdl have
ahornzontal lightcut off so tha lightdoes not shine up. 1n no case will

extremely brightlights such as metal hdide mercury or sodium-vapor arealights
be pemitted.

SIDEWALKS

Damageto existing sidewaks dueto condrudion activity istheresponsbility of
the Builder or Homeowner. Homeowners of adjacent properties shdl maintain
sdewalks.

MAILBOXES

MountinddeVillage has provided mailboxesin the NeighbohoodCenter
pavilion. No freestanding newspaper or mailboxes will beallowed on any street
within theVillage

ARCHITECTURAL MERIT

The Design Review Committee may, at ther discretion, allow variances from these
guiddines for designswhich are deemed to beof high architectural qudity and which
conform to the spirit and intent of these guiddines.
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
